A living will is a legal
document that expresses a
person's personal healthcare
wishes in the event the
individual is unable to make
his or her own decisions.

provides the doctor with your guidance for your
continued freatment. This guidance includes
decisions related to extraordinary measures to

sustain life.

There is no federal standard for living wills:

others use two; one is a directive to physicians
expressing the patient's personal desires in
advance, and the other designates an individual
who would decide on the measures taken to
preserve life at a later time. Military legal
assistance offices can prepare living wills free
of charge.

This is more important than having your
survivor checklist completed. That you can
always do after the fact, not that you should
wait that long! A living will cannot be completed
“after the fact”.

Legislative Update

Who Says Vets Can't Salute the Flag?
Have you ever been confused whether you're
supposed to put your hand over your heart or if
you're authorized to salute when the U.S. Flag
passes or the national anthem is played?

Current law (Section 9 of title 4, United States
Code) says that veterans and service members
not in uniform should put their hands over their
hearts. It doesn't expressly say they're not
authorized to salute the Flag -- but it doesn't say
they can, so that's the implication.

That's a sore spot for many veterans, for whom
the salute is a point of pride in their service.
Sen. James Inhofe (R-OK) and Rep. Dan Boren
(D-OK) introduced legislation (S. 1877 and H.R.
13380, respectively) to change the law to state
that those present in uniform "should render the
military salute. Members of the Armed Forces
and veterans who are present but not in uniform
may render the military salute.”

Last month, on July 25, the Senate approved S.
1877 by unanimous consent. There are wide-

some states have a single document, while

spread reports claiming that this bill has

passed. It has NOT. It did, however, pass out
of the Senate by Unanimous Consent. This bill
has gone to the House for a vote, which is not
expected to happen until Congress returns from
summer recess in September. Right now the
bill is in the House Judiciary Committee.

MOAA fully supports this change. Please note
that it does not mandate the salute for members
land veterans not in uniform, but simply clarifies
that they are authorized to honor the Flag with a|
'salute rather than the hand over the heart if they

prefer.
