Col Lange was commissioned a second lieutenant 
in the United States Marine Corps in 1971 and 
served a 30-year career as an artillery officer. His 
assignments included a wide range of operational, 
staff, and command billets in each of the Marine 
Corp's artillery regiments and four divisions. He 
was involved in Operation Frequent Wind, the 
evacuation of Vietnam, and served with the 2nd Ma-
rine Division during the first Gulf War. Col Lange 
also served more than eight years, over three as-
signments, as a manpower planner at Headquarters 
Marine Corps, Washington, D.C. He joined the staff 
of the Military Officers Association of America, 
Government Relations Department, in June 2001, 
where he became the lead on military survivor is-
sues. In June 2006, Col Lange was named as the 
deputy director, Council and Chapter Affairs De-
partment, and he became director of that depart-
ment in December 2006.
